 Updates from HOG:  

o Ride 365 program:  

 Consists of 3 components: lifetime mileage, yearly mileage, and a nationwide chapter challenge. 

 If you haven’t ridden yet—call the dealership and ask to transfer the mileage from end of 2017 

to beginning of 2018;  

 Passengers are eligible for the mileage program too!  

 Not exactly sure it is up to dealership how passenger mileage is recorded—as long as VIN is 

registered in passenger name too in HOG profile; Chapter Challenge is 2 parts; whoever has the 

most miles and average miles per chapter member; annual mileage receives patches and coins, 

etc. Passenger has form to fill out—Need to find out how WHD is handling passenger mileage—

have HOG number. If Bike is in storage, remind the service guys to update.

 Road Captain Update: New Road Captain—Bob Mindemann 

 Riding season approaching:  

o Group rides—safety rules 

 Start on west side of building— 

 RCs wear vest—check in sign waiver if not a member 

 New rider go up front; ask road captain 

 Hand signals: single file ; double file; road hazards—pointing with hand or feet; slow down; stop; 

left and right turn; basics 

 Positioning at stop light or sign: don’t line up side by side—stagger a bit so you can cross safely 

YOU’RE responsible for your own safety 

 Be patient—wait your turn; group will stay at slow pace so that everyone gets through and 

keeps the group together 

 1-2 second rule: safe distance however not maximum; general rule of thumb/not side by side 

 Will make for better group riding—observers like it!  

 Make sure bikes are ready—visual inspection 

 Change air 

 Make sure tires are round 

 Oil, brake, radiator fluid
